The railroad came to Redvers in 1902.
The telephone came to Redvers in 1914.

In the 1930’s a locomotive accident occurred in
Redvers — one locomotive ran into another.

The price of milk in Redvers in 1943 was $0.08
a quart.

Redvers got electrical power in 1948.

Attendance at the Redvers Fair in 1950 was over
1500 people.

In the 1950’s a bomb shelter was built in
Redvers where the Coop Grocery store parking
lot is now.

Census figures late in 1956 gave the population
of Redvers as 562 as compared to 332 in 1951

Redvers Golf Club was formed at an
organizational meeting in August, 1966, with
fourteen members signing up.
